He's the mountain

every working writer surveys when they're trying to put a sentence together that's more complicated

than subject-verb-predicate.There was a time when he was the writer â€” the man that every

itinerant scribbler (myself included) wanted to be â€” and when he was an out-and-out rockstar

among word wranglers; someone who signed the breasts of ardent fans (something he writes about

in his new memoir, Tibetan Peach Pie), debuted on bestseller lists (something else he writes about)

and had searchlights painting the skies at his book signings (which, you guessed it, he also writes

about).But were someone to come up to me with a copy of Tibetan Peach Pie and say, "Hey,

someone just gave me a copy of Tom Robbins' new memoir. Should I read it?" I'd have a slightly

different answer. "That guy," I'd say, "is a stylist. And I mean that in the best possible way. But man,

you gotta really like Tom Robbins to want to read that one."And I'm not saying this because the

book isn't beautiful. It is. Robbins has never met a pun, a blissfully crooked analogy, a magician's bit

of verbal trickery that he didn't love (and lampshade, and then lampshade some more, with a grin

and a wink as though to let everyone know that we're all in on the same joke).
